® 300 Flight stations reduced to only 61 in 1985

® By May of ‘07 FSS Stations will be reduced to 20, with three hubs in  Lees-
burg, VA Ft Worth, TX and Prescott, AZ

® Bridgeport closes 7/9/07
®  Bangor closes 7/30/07
®  Burlington closes 5/1/07

® |[slip will not remain open...will close after lease expires...before end of sum-
mer

® All New England calls will be automatically routed to Leesburg, VA, and will

also automatically be handed off to an experienced New England briefer.
Paul also mentions the importance of using 122.0 ONLY for flight watch and
weather,...and using 122.2 for opening and closing Flight Plans.
